Maduro by US. forces, Delcy Rodriguez was sworn in as acting
President of Venezuela on January 5, 2026.

International Relations:

United States Leaves WHO: On January 22, 2026, the United
States officially withdrew from the World Health Organization
(WHO) after completing a year-long process initiated by an
executive order in 2025.

2026 Winter Olympics: The Winter Olympic Games will be held in
Milan and Cortina d'’Ampezzo, ltaly, from February 6-22, 2026. The
Paralympic Winter Games follow March 6-15, 2026.
